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NEW NEWSLETTER DISTRIBUTION STRATEGY

Beginning with this edition of CO-OP Newsletter we will issue a monthly rather than bi-monthly edition.  Regular donors to the ministry will receive the newsletter along with a receipt for their monthly donations.  Other friends of the ministry will receive it via email or standard mail, depending on the option they selected.  The reason for this change is to be good stewards of our resources.  We realize that people receive many ministry newsletters, some of which are not even opened or read.  We also understand that people's resources for giving are limited.  This change provides a more targeted approach to how we keep those who are truly interested updated on the ministry.

FOCUS ON PRISION MINISTRIES

This month we are focusing our newsletter on our international prison ministry outreach.   Our prison ministry began shortly after the opening of Central California Women's Facility in October of 1990.  For over 13 years, we conducted Bible studies weekly in this institution.  After the opening of Valley State Prison right across the street in 1995, we began ministering there also.  Each prison is designed for around 2,000 inmates but each one houses around 4,000.  We continue to minister in these institutions by providing mentoring and training materials for inmates.  We also served as chaplains at the Criminal Justice Center in Colorado Springs for six years.  The ministry in California prisons led to ministry in other prisons by sending training material to inmates.  In 1998, after the execution of death row inmate Karla Faye Tucker in Texas, we were inspired to respond to her challenge by producing our Jail And Prison Ministry Manual.  Karla, who came to the Lord in prison, gave a final challenge to the church saying that there were many others like her waiting for believers to go in and share the Gospel with them.  The Lord spoke to us that there were many who would go, but they didn't know how.  "You do," God said.  So within a month, with the assistance of inmates at CCWF, we produced a manual that has been used to train prison ministers around the world. 
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We receive many positive responses from inmates around the world who are receiving Harvestime training. Here are a couple of  examples:

"Thank you again and again for your continuing outpouring of grace in our lives here.  You network is providing means for us who are incarcerated to be equipped with the Gospel needed in order to reach those around us.  I am studying your manual on spiritual warfare." D.W.

"I didn't(t get very far in school.  I am a prisoner and I am doing life.  Since I have been in prison, I found the Lord Jesus Christ as my Savior.  I thought that I was a failure before that.  Since then I have completed my GED, finished office services and word processing and have completed over 300 Bible courses through  mail..including Harvestime.  "Why", you might ask?  The reason is, it gets me away from my worldly thinking and close to God.  It affects how I treat others and care for them."
