REAPING THE LATIN AMERICAN HARVEST
This month we focus on some of our Harvestime co-laborers in Latin America who are reaping a tremendous harvest under the direction of Rev. Jose Keegan.  The excerpts in this newsletter are drawn from his recent report.  Remember as you read this summary that this is the ministry of just one man in one region of the world.  We have a network of Harvestime laborers that literally spans the globe. 
JOURNEY OF HOPE RADIO:   Journey of Hope Radio, developed in the Amazonas State of Venezuela and broadcasting throughout  the nation, was birthed through Harvestime teaching.   This radio station is proclaiming Jesus to Venezuela, spreading the missionary vision, and teaching Harvestime International courses via the airways.
LATIN AMERICAN PRISON MINISTRIES:  Three Harvestime laborers are taking the Gospel to the women's jail in the state of Guerrero, in the capital city of Chilpancingo: Flocela Poblete, Irma Ayala, and José Luis Leyja.  In Argentina, Pastor Carlos Loredo and Pastor Albert are ministering in prisons in the town of Olmos, province of Buenos Aires, and in Peru Pastor Denegri is doing prison ministry in the city of Callao.
HARVESTIME INSTITUTES:   Latin American regional ministries:  Pastor Miguel Chulde travels throughout Central America and South America training laborers for the harvest. Pastor Wernekles Marcal has worked with Spanish speaking people in several countries for the last 20 years. He has been involved with Bible schools in Florida, California, Mexico, El Salvador, and Uruguay. 
Puerto Rico:  Pastor David Rivera, his wife, Amarilis Flores, and their children, are ministering in the town of Ponce. Pastor David has a degree in theology from Vision International University and is studying for a masters degree. Pastor Amarilis Flores has a BA in IT systems from the Interamerican University in Ponce.

El Salvador: Pastor Mario Moran teaches Harvestime materials in this nation.
Dominican Republic: Sandy González shares the Harvestime materials with her students.
Honduras:  Indira Moreno teaches the Harvestime courses in her church and community.
Pastor Lopez is training pastors from Honduras and Nicaragua through Mission La Vid Verdadera.
Chile:  Pastor Fernando teaches Harvestime in his Church of Christ in a remote location in the north of the country.
Paraguay: Pastor Andrés Vera teaches the Harvestime courses in his Church of Christian Community of Nemby.

Spain: Pastor Miguel Pino has started a school with 15 students in Sevilla.

Argentina:   In Buenos Aires, Pastor Carlos Loredo and his wife, Patricia, have established several schools in the provinces of the Pampa and Santa Fe. They started the first school in Argentina in 2002 in the living room of their apartment and many people traveled several hours to reach the classes.  Today, from the Christian Center Cochabmba, they are reaching out to the entire nation.  Once a month, they also do jail ministry in Olmos, a province of Buenos Aires. Pastor Carlos Hernandez ministers in a small church in a very poor region of Argentina and has shared the Harvestime materials with other pastors in the area. In Rosario, Pastor Jorge Zahradnicek also shares the Harvestime vision.
ONLINE STUDENTS:   Latin American students are studying the Harvestime courses online under Rev. Keegan's coordination in the nations of Argentina, Chile, Paraguay, Venezuela, Colombia, Perú, Honduras, Guatemala, and Ecuador.  Brother Luis Navas in Guatemala City has founded “Doulos – Institute For Christian Education”.  In essence, a “ Virtual Room ” has been created for the education of pastors and missionaries for Central America and the Caribbean. The Harvestime courses will be taught  in real time in this virtual classroom.  Collaborators for this project include Pastor Monica Loeb of Colombia, founder of Christian Hope and José Keegan.
John Edmiston, founder of Cybermissions, is working with Jose Keegan to make the Harvestime material available to students using modern technologies.  John also serves on the Harvestime board of directors.[image: image2.jpg]

Brother Jose has seen 14,000 people take the Harvestime courses in the last nine years.  He is a man with a mission and is representative of the tremendous network of believers who have joined with Harvestime to reap the spiritual fields of the world.   This is your ministry.
